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Child Care Enhancement Program (CCEP) FY 10
There are several changes in CCEP for FY 10 due to the state's budget situation.  CCEP has experienced a significant decrease in funding and as a result services have been redesigned. 

Important Updates for CCEP in FY 10:

1. The CCEP program name has been changed from “Child Care Expulsion Prevention” to “Child Care Enhancement Program”; the acronym remains the same (CCEP).   

2. CCEP is an early childhood mental health consultation program that helps families and child care providers to support infant and toddler social, emotional, and behavioral health.  CCEP serves all child care provider types (DHS-enrolled relative care providers and day care aides, licensed child care centers, licensed group child care homes, and registered family child care homes).
3. CCEP serves children from birth to 36 months who are receiving or are eligible to receive the DHS child care subsidy.   The majority of children who meet these criteria are in informal care, so CCEP is prioritizing efforts to serve relative care providers and day care aides. 

4. CCEP is now aligned with the 10 Great Start Regional Resource Centers and is a component part of the ECIC Great Start Child Care Quality Project.

5. CCEP now covers every county in Michigan.

6. CCEP now offers three levels of early childhood mental health consultation: 

Level 1 – Prevention:  Informal Mental Health Consultation
The consultant provides information in response to a question asked by a provider or parent on the phone, in-person, or via e-mail, pertaining to the social-emotional-behavioral health of a particular child or group of children.   The child is not identified and a case is not opened.   Informal consultation includes providing resource and referral information.
Level 2 – Prevention Plus:  Basic/Short-Term Mental Health Consultation
A. Child/Family Consultation.  The consultant does an intake, opens a case after consent is signed, conducts onsite observation and assessment, and facilitates development of a Positive Child Guidance Plan, which likely includes referral to other services.   The consultant may provide brief coaching or training to assist with implementation of the Plan.  Generally, length of service is up to 3 months.
B. Open-Ended Group Consultation (DHS-enrolled relative care providers and day care aides only).  The consultant facilitates ongoing (at least monthly) “get-togethers” for day care aides and relative care providers, addressing social-emotional-behavioral health topics.  “Get-togethers” are informal and held at community sites.  
Level 3 – Intensive Mental Health Consultation 
The consultant does an intake, opens a case after consent is signed, conducts onsite observation and assessment, facilitates development of a Positive Child Guidance Plan, and assists with implementation of the Plan through training and coaching.  Generally, length of service is from 3 to 6 months, although it may exceed 6 months if necessary.
7.	To build capacity of those able to train on social-emotional-behavioral health topics, CCEP will offer a training for trainers on the Center for Social and Emotional Foundations for Early Learning (CSEFEL) Infant Toddler Training Modules.  The CSEFEL curriculum is built upon evidence-based practices.   The training for trainers will be offered to early care and education partners from each Great Start Regional Resource Center region.  This training is made possible through a Head Start-State Collaboration Office and MDCH/CCEP interagency agreement.  Contact Mary Mackrain at mackrain@aol.com for details.   

8.	CCEP, through collaboration with the Great Start Regional Resource Centers (RRCs), will be able to identify social-emotional-behavioral health training needs from the local community.  The hope is that through this partnership, CCEP and RRCs will be able to meet local requests related to social-emotional-behavioral health.

9. 	CCEP is collaborating with the Michigan Home-Based Child Care Council to raise awareness of CCEP and infant and toddler social-emotional-behavioral risk factors that could lead to a referral for services. 

10.	CCEP hopes to be a viable resource for Early Head Start and Early On® programs that serve children who are dually 	enrolled in child care and who are struggling with social-emotional-behavioral challenges.
