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Child Care Quality Facts at a Glance 
· There are 761,613 children birth through five in Michigan; 64% are in the care of someone other than a family member on a regular basis.
· Michigan has five categories of child care providers:  Licensed centers, licensed group homes, registered family homes, and unlicensed aides and relatives.
· 115,300 Michigan children receive a state subsidy for child care annually. 
· 58% of those children are in the care of unlicensed providers.

· Michigan ranks 37th out of the 50 states in terms of the amount spent per child receiving subsidized child care assistance ($4,706 per year compared to $18,831/yr in the highest investing state.)
· 21,000 unlicensed aides and relatives provide subsidized child care in Michigan. 
· Subsidy rates for aides and relatives are between $1.60 and $2.20 per hour, per child.  
· Across the state there are approximately 13,000 licensed child care facilities with a capacity to care for about 360,000 children.  

· The average weekly cost of licensed care ranges from $173.38 for infants to $128.32 for school-age children.  The number of licensed child care settings in Michigan has decreased steadily over the past 5 years centers by 7%.

· The average weekly cost for family/group home child care is $129.13 for infants to $115.55 for school age children.   Over the past five years, the number of group homes in Michigan has declined by 26% and family homes by 44%.  
· The state budget has dedicated less and less funding over the past five years to support child care quality, impacting subsidy rates, training, supports, and services for child care providers and families.  Often pegged to “caseload reduction” the money taken from child care could be invested in higher rates and quality supports yielding better child care for Michigan’s children and working families.
