· Since funding peaked in 2003, expenditures and appropriations have declined by a total of $252.8 million (from $491.6M in FY03 to $238.8 in FY10). 
· Additional cuts of $12 to $50 million have been proposed for FY11.

Facts: 
· Michigan currently has the 2nd lowest income eligibility in the country at 38% of the State Median Income (SMI), compared to the allowable limit of 85% of the SMI.
· Over the last 5 years, the number of CDC cases has declined by more than 42% despite the fact that there has been no measurable decrease in need. 
· Provider reimbursement rates are well below the market rate for child care in Michigan.

· Center providers are reimbursed between 50 and 65% of their regular market rate.
· In 2009, 65% of the children receiving state child care assistance were cared for by unlicensed providers (primarily relatives.)
